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Kiawah Adopts Comprehensive Plan Update
After a year of focused effort, the 

Town of Kiawah last month approved 
a 10-year update of its Comprehensive 
Plan. It begins with a vision statement. 
“Kiawah Island is a residential community 
with a resort, surrounded by a unique and 
beautiful natural setting.”

On balance, the Town’s preeminent 
goal is to protect and preserve the 
residential character of the community 
while maintaining the benefits inherent in 
the resort component.

In the last 10 years, the resident 
population has grown from 445 people 
to a total of 1163 in 2004. Twenty-eight 
percent are 65-74 years old, with 17% 
60-64, 13% 55-59, and 18% 45-54. 
The primary income groups are $50,000 
to 75,000 – 17%, $75,000 to 100,000 
– 14%, $100,000 to 150,000 – 19%, and 
over $200,000 – 11%.

In a 2004 KICA survey, 27% of 
property owners who responded said they 
probably or definitely would become 

residents in the future, 36% said they 
probably or definitely would not.

Of course, Kiawah’s summer 
population is estimated to be approximately 
9,000 if you include Resort guests and 
other short-term visitors.  With all this as 
background, the new Plan presents a broad 
strategic roadmap for the community to 
follow.

One important goal is to complete 
the island’s development in a way that 

Volunteers Bring Sunshine to Math at Mt. Zion
“Where are you from?” asked Chris 

Smalls, a 10-year old 4th grader, at Mt. Zion 
Elementary School.  “You’re a foreigner, 
aren’t you?”  These questions were asked 
of the very Bostonian, Dick Murphy as he 
patiently explained a math problem in a 
recent tutoring session.  

While Dick’s strange accent evoked 
this humorous question, the incident 

shows that five guys from very different 
parts of the country and widely different 
backgrounds can appear very “foreign” in 
a predominantly minority local school.  
Getting to know one another is just one 
of the benefits for students and volunteers 
participating in the Kiawah-Seabrook 
tutoring program operating at Mt. Zion 
Elementary School on Johns Island.

Dick Murphy is one of the twenty or 
so Kiawah-Seabrook volunteers tutoring at 
Mt. Zion on a weekly basis, and one of five 
men guiding the students through Sunshine 
Math, a state-sponsored special program 
for advanced math students in 2nd through 
5th grades.  Sharing math-tutoring duties 
with Dick, a former shipping executive last 
located in Singapore, are KICA members 
Steve Sager, semi-retired from his own 
Massachusetts electrical firm, Pete Trees, a 
retired automotive executive from Detroit 
and Andy Allen, a retired advertising 
executive from New York.  Filling out the 
team of Sunshine Math tutors is Seabrook 
resident Gerry King, a retired oncologist 
from Greenville.

Mt. Zion Elementary School is located 
on River Road just 15 miles from Kiawah.  
Most Mt. Zion students are familiar with 
Kiawah -- many of their parents work 
somewhere on the island on a regular 
basis.  

Other KICA Members currently 
volunteering at Mt. Zion include our 
Mayor, Bill Wert, and his wife, Pat, 
Caroline Vreede, Ann Trees, Lynn Sager,

Alligator Harassment Fines to be Enforced
 Alligators are an endangered species 

protected by law in the State of South 
Carolina. 

Recently, the Town of Kiawah Island and 
KICA agreed to step up law enforcement in 
an effort to ensure human and pet safety as 
well as protect these prehistoric animals.  The 
Town of Kiawah Island and KICA have had 
long-standing regulations that fine violators 
for taunting, harassing or feeding alligators. 
While previously, only warnings have been 
issued for first violations, EFFECTIVE 
IMMEDIATELY, violators will be fined 
for each and every offense. Town Code 
Enforcement officers will now enforce the 
full penalty of a $200 fine and/or up to 
30 days in jail. When Code Enforcement 
officers are not on-duty, KICA will enforce 
its own regulations, which provide for fines 
of $100.  

Protection of alligators is taken seriously 
on Kiawah. People who feed and taunt 

alligators are exposing themselves to real 
danger. Alligators may look slow and 
lumbering, but they are, in fact, very fast.   
While it might seem interesting or exciting 
to get close to an alligator by feeding it, 
an alligator is not a pet, and it cannot 
tell the difference between your hand and 
the offering in your hand.  Alligators are 
predators. Once they lose their natural fear 
of humans by being fed, they can become 
aggressive about seeking out food, and must 
then be destroyed.  So when you feed or 
taunt an alligator, you are risking injury to 
yourself and your family as well as ensuring 
the animal’s death. 

Members are asked to inform their 
family members, friends, and guests of the 
heightened enforcement measures, and to 
contact the Town (843-768-9166) or KICA 
Security (843-768-5566) immediately when 
violations are observed.

Property Tax Update
It appears that some type of change affecting property taxes may occur in the coming 

year.  Senator Glenn McConnell has appointed a special subcommittee to study property 
tax reform.  According to an article by Senator McConnell in the July 10 issue of the Post 
and Courier, this reform will focus on three areas.
1) Reassessments, valuation, and collection of the property tax; 
2) Possible substitute revenue resources in lieu of the property tax; and 
3) Possible elimination of property taxes.

This subcommittee will hold several public hearings in the coming months (August 
through January in various locations – members may visit this website for more information: 
http://www.scstatehouse.net/citizensinterestpage/PropertyTaxReform/PropertyTaxReform.html. 
All Kiawah Island property owners are urged to monitor this issue and make their voices 
heard on the subject.  So far, both AFRG (Kiawah’s Political Action Committee) and the 
Town have indicated they will be involved in this effort.

maintains environmental integrity 
and natural beauty. Much of this is 
satisfied when projects follow the ARB’s 
“Designing with Nature” guidelines 
as well as the Kiawah Conservancy’s 
“Landscaping for the Legacy.” The Plan 
also calls for providing for open spaces 
including natural habitat areas. It includes 
sites for recreational activities and sports.

The updated Comprehensive Plan 
reviews community facilities including 
water and wastewater, police, fire/EMS, 
solid waste, recreation, and transportation. 
The latter includes encouraging non-
automobile modes of travel such as shuttle 
systems and expansion of bike trails. It 
also calls for the Town to support Johns 
Island road improvements.

Land use is another element of the 
Plan. Currently, single-family residential 
represents 41% of land use, and park 
and active recreation uses 34%. These 
percentages include both highland and 
marsh areas.

A related goal is to maintain and 
enhance the residential character of the 
Town. To satisfy this goal, the Town will 
encourage both KRA and the Resort 
to enter into development agreements, 
which are consistent with this updated 
Comprehensive Plan.

Finally the Plan covers natural 
resources. It reviews the beach, maritime 
forest, wildlife, and parks. Kiawah’s deer 
population is estimated at 400 and is 
being controlled by up to 40 bobcats with 
some help from our alligators. The Town 
also tracks fox, raccoons, loggerhead 
sea turtles, eagles, osprey, hawks, and 
miscellaneous birds. Kiawah’s 117 ponds 
provide habitat for fish, reptiles, and 
migratory waterfowl. The Plan calls for 
developers (KRA and the Resort) to 
demonstrate that future proposals respect 
existing natural features, certain scenic 
views, and protect natural resources on 
the project site.

Space does not allow full coverage 
of this important document.

A committed and knowledgeable association 
membership is essential to not only preserve 
and build our community’s value, but also to 
shape the quality of life you want to enjoy.

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In future issues, the Digest will run a 
series of favorite recipes shared by local chefs 
on and off the island. This will enable diners 
to recreate special dishes at home that they 
enjoyed at the area’s restaurants.

First on our list is a favorite from 
Chef de cuisine Chris Brandt of the Ocean 
Room at the Sanctuary. A native of New 
Jersey, Brandt did not grow up wanting to 
become a chef. In fact, it wasn’t until his l9th 
birthday that he had his first true fine dining 
experience at a small French restaurant 
where the four-course meal transformed 
his appetite, and altered the course of his 
career. He subsequently graduated from 
the Culinary Institute of America in New 
York, was accepted into the Apprenticeship 
Program at the Greenbrier, and worked at 
several popular restaurants in Atlanta. He 
came to the Ocean Room from Roux 3 – a 
fine dining restaurant in Newtown Square, 
PA where he was executive chef.

As he progressed through the ranks of 
the kitchens where he worked, Brandt began 
to understand the definition of a great chef. 
He chooses only the best produce at the 
peak of perfection, so his menu changes 
frequently throughout the season. “I do not 
compromise; nor do I accept mediocrity,” 
he says. 

Here is his recipe for Jumbo Lump Crab 
Gratin, reflecting the popularity of seafood 
on so many lowcountry menus.
Yield:  Six 3-oz. gratins.
Ingredients:  
1 lb. Jumbo Lump Crabmeat
1 cup lemon aioli (recipe below)
½ cup Panko bread crumbs

½ cup celery
1 teaspoon kosher salt
4 oz. Asiago cheese, shredded
Method:  Pick through the crabmeat, 
removing any shell particles but being careful 
not to shred the lumps.
Combine the picked crabmeat, aioli, 
breadcrumbs, celery and salt in a large 
mixing bowl and gently fold all of the 
ingredients together.
Form the mix into six 3-oz. portions, using 
a mold for shaping. Place them on a baking 
tray.  Top each “cake” with ½ oz of asiago 
cheese and place the tray under a pre-heated 
broiler.  Broil until cheese turns a golden 
brown. 
For the Lemon Aioli  Yield: 2 cups
Ingredients: 
¼ cup lemon zest
3 egg yolks 
¼ cup lemon juice
1-1/3 cups Canola oil
¾ tablespoon salt
Method:
Put egg yolks and lemon juice into a food 
processor, turn it on and add the salt. Slowly 
incorporate the oil in a thin, steady stream. 
Fold in the lemon zest. Taste and check 
seasoning; adjust if needed.  (Can also be 
prepared in mixing bowl by hand.)

A proposal for a wetland to be 
constructed at Pond 067 on Tallow Tree Lane 
is a collaborative research project funded by 
South Carolina Sea Grants Consortium 
and carried out by the University of South 
Carolina Department of Natural Resources.

The proposed plan is to intercept 
stormwater before it enters the pond 7via 
underground pipes and route it through 
a constructed wetland, thereby removing 
nutrients and pollutants.

A public meeting will be held at Town 
Hall on Tuesday, September 6, 2005 at 7:00 
p.m. to get member input on this proposal.

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Fishing Line Recycling Comes to Kiawah
A new feature is gracing the Fishing and Crabbing signs 

on Kiawah.  The Lakes Management Department has recently 
installed monofilament line recycling bins at four of the popular 
fishing locations around the island.  These bins are circular 
containers mounted on the sides of the Fishing and Crabbing 
sign supports.  They are located at Beachwalker Pond, Bass 
Pond, Canvasback Pond, and Willet Pond.

Most fishing line that you can buy today is made of 
monofilament, a single-strand, strong, flexible plastic that 
is clear or tinted blue, pink, or green.  Monofilament is a 
problem in the environment because it is non-biodegradable, 
lasting up to 600 years.  Because it is thin and often clear, it is 
very difficult for birds and animals to see and they can easily 
become entangled.  Once entangled, they can become injured, 
strangled, drown, or even starve to death.  Many animals also 

ingest fishing line, usually causing death.  A recovered sea turtle 
was found to have consumed 590 feet of heavy-duty fishing 
line.

This monofilament line can be recycled.  Berkley Pure 
Fishing Company of Spirit Lake, Iowa conducts a recycling 
program that includes prepaid shipping boxes and processing 
of monofilament line.  Berkley melts the line down into raw 
plastic pellets that can be made into other plastic products 
including tackle boxes, spools for line, fish habitats, and toys.

Material from the recycling bins will be collected and 
brought back to the Maintenance site and when a shipping box 
is full, it will be sent off.  Larger items, such as cast nets, can 
also be dropped off at the KICA Maintenance site or the Lakes 
Department can pick them up during our travels.  Contact 
them at (843) 768-2315 to arrange for a collection.
